 “Academy Little League Sunset Rule”


A recent accident involving a mouth injury resulting in tooth loss has prompted me, on behalf of the safety and well-being of our players, to examine and communicate our responsibilities as coaches and managers to reduce/eliminate future occurrences. 
During hours of reduced visibility near sunset as adequate lighting diminishes, it will be the direction of Academy Little League that an inning/half inning will not be started after posted sunset times…AKA the Academy Little League Sunset Rule.  
Official sunset times can be found on the Academy Little League website main page.  It is the responsibility of managers/coaches to be cognizant of this information prior to games and enforce this policy as conditions warrant. 
Under no circumstances will game situations undermine this policy. To do so challenges our ability as managers, coaches, and custodians to protect our players to the extent where such situations are within our control. 
There are enough inherent hazards that exist within this game. To neglect those hazards that can be managed is unacceptable and exposes our players to unnecessary risk levels in favor of less worthy causes. Please keep this and all safety considerations your number one objective so we can do our part to get them off the field the same way they showed up.
